CRUISE ON THE VLTAVA RIVER, duration 1,5 hrs

The tour participants will be transferred by a minibus to the Vitava River from where
the tour continues on board of an air—conditioned boat. Everyone can be carried away
by a splendid view of the heart of Prague with the panorama of Prague Castle, St.
Vitus' Cathedral, Charles Bridge, the National Theatre, the hill of Petfin, the green
cupola of St. Nicolas' Church. Commentary on all sights will be provided by a guide on
board of the boat. The river cruise takes one hour.

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KUTNA HORA - UNESCO listed town, duration 5 hrs, admission included |
Situated about 65 km East of Prague, Kutna Hora has originated thanks to the silver
mines the existence of which may be retrieved as early as in the first half of the 13™
century. It was the second most important town in Bohemia after Prague, a favourite
temporal residence of several Czech kings and also a mint for the popular coins
"Prague Groschen". In 1995, the historical centre of the town was included in the UNESCO World Heritage List.
The walking tour of the town includes visits to the most outstanding sights like St. Barbara's Church, Ossuary

(Bone House) and Italian Court.
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
