After breakfast, visit Bagan’s distinctive pagodas such as Shwezigon; Wetkyi-in- Gubyaukgyi, Ananda Pagoda,
and others. After lunch, we return to the hotel for a rest before our afternoon visit to
Dhammayangyi Temple and Thatbyinnyu Temple. As the sun goes down we will be at one of the ideal viewing
sites for a panoramic sunset view over the temples.  Overnight at Hotel.

After
breakfast at hotel visit one of Asia’s most stunning archeological destinations with its more than 2,000 pagodas
doting the plains along the legendary Ayerwaddy River. See the bustling Nyaung Oo local market, a small lacquer
ware crafts shop in Phawsaw Village, you can visit the primary school in this village.

Lunch at a local restaurant. Afternoon sightseeing
highlights Sulamani Temple, a Thanaka museum. As the sun goes down we will be at one of the ideal temple top
viewing sites. Overnight at Hotel.
